necessary for Christian leadership

Qualifications for Incoming Freshmen 

• An ACT composite score of 28 or higher (or the SAT equivalent).
• A high school GPA of at least 3.5.
• Students who do not meet one of these criteria, but who can demonstrate substantial merit or

capacity for success in this program are welcome to still submit an application.

To consider your application to KHP, we must receive the following: 
 Your completed KHP application form.
 Your completed and signed application essay.
 Your two letters of recommendation, using the attached form.
 A completed Dordt University application, including transcripts and ACT or SAT scores.

The essay must 
be entirely your own work, without any help in writing or editing.  At the end of the essay, 
include the following statement and sign the essay:  "This essay is entirely my own work and I 
received no assistance in writing or editing."
